Adopt Proposed Revision to GNPEC Schedule of Fees Relating to Late Fees 
The objective is to modify the Schedule of Fees to reflect revised late fees that will apply to both the

Authorization Fee and TGTF Fee resulting from late submission of the Renewal of Authorization

Application. The aim is to streamline the authorization renewal process for both the institutions and GNPEC

staff, therefore improving agency oversight for Georgia residents.
Deputy Director, Dr. Laura Vieth expanded on the purpose of this revision by discussing the following:

1.  Dissolve the grace period

2.  Change late fee from 10% to 25%, after the due date


3.  Revocation of Authorization to occur 1 day after expiration date

· The usual underfunding in Telecommunications
·  Anticipates staying within the budget through the end of the fiscal year
Commissioner Nickel asked Executive Director Robinson why the Office of Planning & Budget (OPB) would not adjust NPEC’s “Telecommunications” and “Personal Services” budget.
Executive Director Robinson answered that having the lease funds to use helps cover some shortfalls, but she asks OPB every year to make the adjustments.
