Institution never enrolled students, so no student records surrendered
Commissioner Nesbitt asked Deputy Director Vieth about ADAS Medical Training School appeal. Commissioner Nesbitt wanted to know “how does a school appeal their closure?” Deputy Director Vieth responds that NPEC code states that a school has a right to appeal their school closure to the Executive Director and that Executive Director Robinson was conducting the appeal at this time.
In addition, Executive Director Robinson explained to the commissioners that the school also has the right to appeal to the Commission if the school was not satisfied with the Executive Director’s decision. This was rare, but it can occur.
Chair, Arthur Vaughn asked if there were any further questions. There was none.

Toby Hinton made a motion to adopt the Quarterly Report of the Tuition Guaranty Trust Fund for the six-month period ending December 31, 2017.  Mollie Cohen seconded the motion.
